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As has been the custom, races are selected from those that are published in the first edition of the FRA 

calendar. The races have been selected from Northumberland, Durham and North Yorkshire and distributed 

over the whole of the region. An attempt has been made to select races that balance the competition in terms 

of length, ascent, winning times, and distribution through the calendar. 

The championship consists of seven races of which a competitor’s best four results will count. For LV60 and 

above and for MV70 a competitor’s best three races will count. Points are awarded in each category (see 

below) to eligible runners on the same basis as national Fell Race championships, with 52 points for 1
st

,  49 

points for 2
nd

, 48 points for 3
rd

 and then 1 point for any positions ≥ 50
th

.  

The championship is eligible to all those over the age of eighteen who were born in or have been resident for 

more than one year within the boundaries of the old NECAA. That is from Whitby, north to Berwick upon 

Tweed (Northumberland, Durham, Tyne and Wear, Cleveland and part of the old North Riding of Yorkshire).  

Age categories and clubs will be those that are declared on the organiser’s official results and will not change 

during the year unless specific information is provided to the contrary. It will be assumed that members of 

clubs from within the region are eligible unless they declare themselves ineligible. Unattached runners and 

runners from clubs outside the region will be assumed to be ineligible unless they declare otherwise.
